As you may have noticed, the car involved took out a 

substantial divot from the bank. Had someone been driving along SH 8 at the time the results could have 

been rather nasty. Take care out there as there are muppets driving amongst us. 

There have also been several calls for the tanker to back up Cromwell.

Those of you who frequent the Tarras village may have noticed the new external storage box on the Store 

for the Defibrillator that was purchased many years ago by the Rural Woman.

Donation that has purchased a second AED and box that is mounted outside the Tarras Hall.

You will then be given the code to open the box. You will also have someone on the phone that can talk 

you through the process and Dispatch an ambulance.
